Designing Your New Home Plans & Speci cations

When you enter the building process, you and your builder
should both have a clear idea of what is expected of each
other. To make sure you are on the same page when it comes
to expectations, it is imperative that you read your contract,
speci cations, and plans carefully. You will want them to be as
detailed as possible. If, after reading these items, you have any
guestions as to whether or not something is included, you must
address it with your builder immediately.

Your contract, speci cations and plans all
work together to form your construction
agreement. Work with your builder to
make sure this agreement covers all the
necessary ingredients for your home. For
example, you will want to consider:

EXCAVATION AND
LOT CONDITIONS

Excess dirt, curb cuts, tree clearing, I
and grading are all expenses that the
owner incurs. Be sure the builder visits
the site before you sign the specs to make
sure you are given an accurate estimate
on these costs.
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
